DESCRIPTION OF ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:   Installs and repairs wiring, electrical fixtures, apparatus, and control equipment. The electrician plans new or modified installations of outlet, switch, lighting and equipment locations from sketches, diagrams or blueprints and ensures the work is consistent with customer specifications and local electrical codes.  

Process:  Using plans provided by the customer and a marking device (pencil) the electrician begins by marking locations of outlets, switches, lighting and equipment.

Holes are then bored into the wood studs using an electric power drill. Electrical boxes are nailed or screwed into place and is wire run from a central circuit panel to the various electrical boxes.  In some applications metal or plastic conduit is used.  When conduit is used it is installed before the electrical wire is installed.

If the plans call for the use of conduit the conduit is cut and placed per the plans.  Metal conduit can be cut to size using a cutoff saw, metal tubing cutter or a hand held hacksaw.  Plastic conduit can be cut in a similar fashion.

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 As wire is run into the electrical boxes the electrician will strip off the wire insulating cover with a special stripping tool, utility knife or pliers and fold the wire into the electrical box. Final trim out (installing fixtures, outlet and switches) takes place after walls are covered and finished.    Wire placed into conduit is either pushed through the conduit or pulled.  When wire is pulled through conduit a light weight ball with a string attached is forced through the conduit with air pressure.   The string is then attached to the wire and pulled through the conduit.

For remodel and repair work the process usually involves cutting a hole for a new outlet, switch or fixture, pulling wire through finished walls with a special tool (similar to a plumbers snake).  Feeding the wire through an electrical box and then securing the electrical box to the wall with nails or screws.

Final trim out (installing, switches, outlets, fixtures and equipment) usually takes place after the rough in work has been inspected by an electrical inspector.  This usually involves stripping the insulation from the wire and connecting the wire to the switch, outlet, fixture or equipment.  Wire nuts, electrical tape are used to connect wires together.  In some cases wires may be soldered together.

The electrician will use testing equipment to trouble shoot and test circuits for electrical problems.
