DESCRIPTION OF ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS:   The safety trainer presents safety material to company employees and facilitates company wide safety meetings.

Primary Activities:

Using a laptop or desktop computer the trainer accesses the Department of Labor and Industries website  to view on-line safety videos and review on- line safety training information (i.e. manuals, safety reports and tool box talks) to identify material that has company wide application.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/Safety/TrainTools/default.asp  As applicable the trainer will order  safety videos from the Department of Labor and Industries Video Library and download safety materials for use in company wide safety meetings.  The trainer develops safety topics for staff meetings, prepares safety training material for the company and conducts safety training meetings.  Special Note:  Safety training materials available through the Department of Labor and Industries website can be found in both English and Spanish versions. 
Most of the trainer’s tasks involve either sitting (viewing material on-line) or standing (conducting meetings) although some walking is contemplated.  The sit stand and walking activities can be modified as needed to conform to any medical restrictions.  Some fine manipulation (keyboarding and writing) may be involved.  Voice command software can be made available to minimize keyboarding and writing activities.  Bending is minimal and there is no lifting or carrying of items other than a writing device, note pad or handouts.
MACHINERY, TOOLS, EQUIPMENT:
The trainer uses a laptop or desktop computer, desk, chair, paper, pen or pencil, paper documents (manuals and books), CD’s, DVD’s and a copying machine.

EDUCATION, TRAINING, EXPERIENCE: Some prior experience is helpful but is not required.  Employee can learn through on-the-job training and working as an assistant to an experienced safety consultant. If required to operate a motor vehicle the employee must have a valid WSDL and clean driving record.  Employee should be familiar with applicable safety regulations.
